When we started work-
ing at Guedon in 2013, 
Iglè and his family were 
living in a makeshift 
house in the school yard. 
Eventually, it became 
unlivable. From there, 
they moved into the 
parsonage at the church, 
but that was only tem-
porary. They needed a 
permanent home for 
their growing family.  

Iglè owns a piece of 
property near the 
church and school, but 
he did not have the 
resources to build a 
home. So Gary and Jill 
decided they would pro-
vide the funds that Iglè 
and his family needed 
to build their home.  

We asked Mackendy, 
a former sponsored 
child and now a local 
builder to provide the 
proposal and draw the 
plans. Work began this 
summer. For Iglè and 
his family, this home is 
a dream come true. For 
us, it helps to fulfill our 
vision of equipping 
Haitians to change 
Haiti for Christ. For 
Gary and Jill, it is a 
testimony of their love 
and concern. The home 
should be finished soon, 
hopefully by Christmas.
